Training Programme

This year six young students 4 young women and two men sat their OCR Literacy
and Numeracy exams for the first time, with exceptional results. One young person
obtained a level 2 literacy, which is the equivalent of GCSE level A-C, the others all
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obtained level 1 Literacy and
Numeracy. As a result of this two of
the young men are enrolled on a full
time construction course at Hackney
Community College and one of the
young women is doing an
apprenticeship in hairdressing at the
Central Training academy.
